Sessions:

There will be three rounds of three concurrent sessions (9 sessions total). AIM invites session proposals that address the conference theme, Moving Forward. Sample topics include:

· Communities and museums evolving together/Collaborations for strengthening community

· Creating programs and/or exhibits that meet the needs of the audience of today and tomorrow

· Planning strategically for your organization’s future

· Technology and the museum (collections, exhibits, social media, etc.)

· Getting–and keeping–people involved with museums (volunteers, visitors, and staff)

· Raising funds for the museum (both time-tested methods and new innovations)

· Educational programming and working with children

· And other innovative, dynamic topics!

Session Format:

· Sessions can be a roundtable discussion, panel discussion, speaker/lecture/paper presentation, or hands-on demonstration

· Sessions are 60 minutes plus 15 minutes for questions and answers (75 minutes total)
· Audience size generally ranges from 15-40 attendees per session
Target Audience:

Those who work in, with, and for Indiana museums, as staff, board, and volunteers.

AIM provides a network for Indiana’s 500+ museums, and advocates for their advancement. AIM offers an annual conference; workshops; e-newsletter; and the biannual Directory of Indiana Museums. Indiana’s museums care for at least 10.5 million collection items, serving over 9.6 million visitors annually.
